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As a writer, I have not yet found my voice.  I have some reservations with regards to writing dialogue, as the past few years have been filled with studying technical volumes and long winded essays.  I have moved away from books and I think in the next few months I will put some fiction books into my reading rotation.  This should give me some examples of dialogue.  Also, when writing I try to stray from simple he said she said, as I find it is incredibly redundant.


Another area I need to improve is proof reading.  Many times when I get to writing about something I enjoy, or am really into I tend to jumble together thoughts.  Alternately I often lag between thoughts halfway through a sentence.  This occasionally produces different tenses in a single sentence.  A situation fixed by proofreading.  After receiving my recent reflective essay I realized that even with my own proof reading I tend to miss things.  I think that the writing workshop will help with this and also give me insight on writing that I may not have ordinarily found.

Aside from minor spelling errors, and continuity I have found that I tend to be a bit wordy.  My sentences would have been considered run-on in the past.  While this problem is not as grandiose as Mr. Lozandier, I think a good second and third re-reading of my work with the purpose of condensing is in order.

Overall I am quite happy with most of my work, I will never produce on any great level, but I think if I cover the aforementioned areas, I can at least improve my work in the future.  Thank you for your time.  I am currently waiting for a new laptop to be sent to me and my printer, as of Saturday, will have ink again.  I intend to put more time into my writing, both in class and recreational.
